Eleanor Roosevelt

As most of you know, the subject of this convention equal suffrage for women--is very close to
my heart. | believe in active citizenship, for men and women equally, as a simple matter of right
and justice. | believe we will have better government in all of our countries when men and
women discuss public issues together and make their decisions on the basis of their differing
areas of experience and their common concern for the welfare of their families and their world.

In the United States, and in most countries today, women have equal suffrage. Some may feel
that for that reason this convention is of little importance to them. | do not agree with this view. It
is true of course that the first objective of this convention is to encourage equal political rights for
women in all countries. But its significance reaches far deeper into the real issue of whether in
fact women are recognized fully in setting the policies of our governments...
